Unwrapping the Power Indicators from the Standards
Why?
It will help you align 3 things.  You will begin to align your assessments with the power indicators that you’ve already identified (i.e. the curriculum and academic content standards).  Next, your focus will then be to provide the instructional opportunities for students to begin to understand the most important indicators. The assessments that you provide (both formative and summative) are the opportunities for students to demonstrate to you, and to themselves, what they know.
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Our unwrapping framework will be focus on the identification of:

Concepts
The “stuff” that we want students to know.
Skills 
How we want students to interact with the “stuff.”

Topics or Context 
Our instruction and how will we have students interact with the concepts and skills.

Essential Questions
The instructional filters that help select lessons and activities that will advance understanding of the learning goals. 

Big Ideas
Memorable things that we want students to be able to leave with.
